Wed 1st

Thu 9th

Fri 10th 
Pray for those who find relationships difficult, either with family or friends. Ask that God will intervene and mend the inner conflicts that destroy harmony with our fellow human beings.
Sat 11th    
Please pray for the many people in Haiti who still do not have a 
settled home or work since the earthquake. Many are still living in 
tents, have no jobs and insufficient food. Pray for the children affected and that the aid that has been poured into the region will be used responsibly and that the towns and people’s lives will soon be rebuilt.
Sun 12th

Mon 13th
Pray for the elders of the church  who meet tonight as a Kirk Session, for those who hold responsibilities in any form of leadership, for committee members, and everyone, who in whatever way, serves the church community.
Tue 14th 
Valentine’s Day is a sentimental observance marked by hearts and flowers. It can also be a natural time for discussing friendship and love. Make this your prayer today asking that everyone you know would feel loved by God and each other.
Wed 15th 
Pray for judges and magistrates presiding over case brought before them to have wisdom to discern between the innocent and the guilty and to temper justice with mercy as they sentence offenders.

Thu 16th 

Lord, our world is full of war, aggression and division; help us to be people of peace.

Fri 17th 
Pray that the Lord will guide us as we seek to reach out to those around us. Pray that He will show and lead us to the people who are 
in need. That we would look out of our church and see those who are lost, those who need a Saviour, those who need to experience God’s love.
Sat 18th
